Introduction

Scope

In the context of studying the general problem of continuity of IMS sessions and ongoing R8 work item (e.g. IMS Centralized Services), it is also felt necessary to investigate enhancements to the IMS continuity mechanisms which are already specified in Rel-7, such as enhancements to Voice Call Continuity (VCC) between CS and IMS. Such enhancements pertain to the general framework of continuity of IMS sessions, and create an additional justification for this work. The scope of this study is confined to Service Continuity aspects (e.g. mobility scenarios, problems and potential solutions) as seen from an IMS point of view.
The main objective of this work item is to study the general problem of Multimedia Session Continuity including potential improvement / enhancements to Rel-7 specifications relevant to Multimedia Session Continuity. 
The study intends to investigate the service continuity scenarios and IMS mechanisms to support identified scenarios. In the end this study will provide conclusions with respects to what IMS specification work is required in order to fulfil the IMS service continuity requirements and improve the overall IMS service continuity experience.
