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1. Overall Description
TSG SA WG2 likes to thank CT4 for their LS (C4-070157/S2-071671) on “MBMS related misalignment between 23.246 and 29.060”.
SA2 confirm that MBMS is a one way user plane data service that flows only downlink and therefore the MBMS bearer does not need IP address or TEID to transfer uplink data. 
However during the discussion it was commented that the Path Management messages would require the IP address and TEID in both ends.
SA2 understands that the same principles that are used to monitor user plane path for PDP contexts could be useful to apply also for the MBMS Bearers. SA2 think that the Path Management is a stage 3 issue and therefore SA2 decided to ask CT4 guidance on this before updating TS 23.246 Table 2.
2. Actions

TSG SA WG2 kindly asks CT4 to consider Path management for MBMS bearers and inform SA2 of their decision on it.
