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Summary
The drafting session was held on two separate afternoon slots on Monday 23rd April and Tuesday 24th April. All input contributions listed under the PCC agenda item were opened including some IMS emergency related documents. Almost all the general PCC documents were agreed within the drafting session. One outstanding CR to 23.207 to introduce PCC handling require more offline work. Depending on whether final agreement can be reached on the wording, this CR in S2-072080 may need to be revised further for the next meeting.
The IMS emergency related documents are awaiting a conclusion under agenda item 7.3 in order to progress due to 2 conflicting GPRS level functionality proposals. These remaining open documents on this subject can be found in S2-071900, S2-071945, and S2-072084. Some specific issues were highlighted within the different proposals and as a result these will need addressed in any future revisions.
