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Abstract of the contribution:

This contribution proposes a way forward for the ICS’s IMS registration requirement.

1. Introduction

IMS registration based on CS access has become a key focus in the ICS study (called RUA Registration). This contribution proposes that this “RUA Registration” should just be continued study as part of the ICS work and should not have any higher priority than other work in ICS.

2. Discussion

ICS is about the “introduction of MMTel by enabling support of IMS bi-directional speech services when no bi-directional speech media capable IP-CAN is available”, {ref TR 23.892, section1.2}.

So far, there is no technical justification that RUA registration is the only way to enable “bi-directional speech services”. On the other hand, the “AS model” approach can function well without RUA registration for providing “bi-directional speech services”. It is also not clear how this RUA Registration enhances user experiences…or the overall benefits of enabling “bi-directional speech services”.

RUA registration adds the following complexity to IMS

1. Interaction between RUA Registration vs. real IMS registration over IP-CAN, e.g.,

a. Sub-not process

b. network dereg

c. GRUU

d. avoid forking to the same device

e. which WID covers these issues?

2. What is the impact to voice and non-voice AS (e.g., IP-SM-GW AS in TS 23.204)?  Due to this “cs access registration” and/or parallel registration.

3. What is the overall network architecture impact to keep CS attach status in-sync with RUA Registration, including signalling load impact if any

4. Additional security process for RUA registration

5. Are we adding “CS awareness” to IMS? And is this good for IMS in the future?

3. Proposal

We propose that there is no need to make a conclusion at this time for RUA Registration (i.e., as mandatory requirement). The RUA Registration should be studied further in the ICS TR to determine its feasibility in IMS, and a conclusion should be made after the impact to IMS and benefit to ICS is clear. Furthermore, RUA Registration should not be given any higher priority than any other ICS works in order to progress the whole ICS TR forward.
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
