Wildcarded IMPU

It shall be possible to support a wildcarded IMPU.  A wildcarded IMPU expresses a range of IMPUs grouped together.  It shall be possible to include and express the wildcarded IMPU in the implicit registration set according to Clause 5.2.1a. 
The wildcarded IMPU shall be handled as a distinct IMPU from a network perspective, with one service profile associated.
When the value of an identifier matches what is expressed as a wildcarded IMPU (e.g. in the R-URI or P-Preferred-Identity header), then the procedures are the same as in the case that the identifier is a distinct IMPU.
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
