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1. Overall Description:

At TSG-SA#36, CR packs SP-070383 and SP-070384 on GPRS aspects of IMS Emergency calls were rejected. These packs implemented partial GPRS support for IMS Emergency in Release 7. Effectively, their rejection removes GRPS support for IMS Emergency while roaming from Release 7. 
SA2 is not aware of any 3GPP IP-CAN other than GPRS that supports roaming. Therefore, SA2 has discussed whether this also, by definition, removes in Release 7 the ability to support IMS Emergency while roaming. TS 23.167 for Release 7 currently includes support for roaming, and SA2 is considering indicating that this capability is not part of this release. 
SA2 asks if SA1 intends to remove the requirement to support roaming for IMS Emergency for Release 7.
