Introduction

One aspect of service interaction which was addressed in the Service Brokering TR was the handling of scenarios where an error response from an Application Server would lead to the termination of the session, even though from a service perspective the involvement of this Application Server was an optional element of the overall service. The proposed solution in this case was to add the capability of marking Initial Filter Criteria with an indication of whether the service should be terminated on an error response, or the next subsequent Initial Filter Criteria should be invoked using the original request message.
It is felt that this change represents a valuable set forward in service interaction management and the changes to incorporate this functionality in Release 8 are feasible. Therefore in order to instigate the creation of appropriate Change Requests to the IMS specifications it is proposed that this additional capability be included as a recommendation in the conclusion of 3GPP TR 23.810.

It is recommended that iFC be enhanced to allow the marking of whether an error response from an applications server should result in the termination of the session and forwarding of the error onto the UE or whether the error should be discarded and processing continue to the next iFC in the list, with the original request sent to the Application Server used for subsequent handling.
