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Abstract of the contribution:

This paper discusses the need of EPS interaction function with CS-domain services, and proposes that appropriate functionality will be included in Release 8 TS23.401.
1. Introduction
In order for Release 8 TS23.401 to be supported by the market around the world, operators’ deployment scenarios are expected to be considered and reflected in the specification.  Accordingly, there’s a need in officially specifying the features that are at least required for these scenarios.
Considering the provision of satisfactory services to the customers from the very initial phase of Release 8 EPS deployment, types of handsets and what services are to be launched should be discussed by operators.  The scenario discussed in this contribution leads to a conclusion that interaction with CS-domain services is required in Release 8 EPS. 
2. Discussion
Operator’s EPS deployment scenarios have to be considered and reflected in Stage 2 specifications.  In the timeframe of Release 8 EPS, the operators will want to be able to deploy the handsets with the capability to provide following services:


· LTE-Only data connection services
· LTE + 3G (CS/PS) services

At the same time, degradation of serviceability of pre-Release 7 has to be avoided.  This is because if such degradation exists, the advantages of deploying EPS for the operators will be weakened.  This may cause delay in spreading and popularizing EPS, which is a serious concern. 

There have been very intensive discussions which treat this issue, but we would like to make a special note that Agenda 10.2 and TR23.879 are currently the place for the investigation about how to ensure the legacy 3G-CS serviceability with the existence of EPS. By considering the scenarios that LTE areas are very small or operators want to maximise the reuse of existing network resources, this investigation tackles a problem that degradation of Pre-Release 7 voice service quality could be inevitable at the initial deployment of EPS (such as a number of calls lost, etc).  In order to maintain the serviceability of voice services in EPS, all the required capabilities, especially the interaction with CS-Domain services must also be specified in Release 8 specifications.
3. Conclusion
It is proposed to agree to support the scenario described above, and that interaction with CS-domain services is to be included in Release 8 TS23.401.  It is also proposed to update TS23.401 as follows:
