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1. Introduction
This contribution revisits one open issue in TAU procedures on whether the subscription data will be forwarded between the old MME and the new one.
2. Discussion
In current TAU procedures there is an open issue in the step 5 on whether the subscription data will be forwarded between the old MME and the new one. 
There are some disadvantages to transfer subscription data from old MME to the new one during TAU:
1. If the subscription data is renewed by the HSS to the old MME immediately after step 5 Context Response during TAU procedure, the transferred subscription data cannot be used by the new MME. The additional mechanism is required to help HSS determine whether to include subscription data or not, which will bring more complex.

2. If the new MME is in the new region, it needs the new regional parameter. Then, the HSS shall include the subscription data. Considering the MME Pool concept is endorsed by SA2, most of the cases of MME change should be due to MME Pool change. As we know, one MME Pool will manage one geographic area (e.g. one city). As a result, most of the MME change will lead to a region change, which will request HSS to include subscription data. Obviously, the optimization to allow the subscription data forwarded between the old MME and the new one can be used only in some small portion of MME change.
According to the description above, it is proposed that the subscription data is only transferred by the HSS to the new MME during the TAU procedure.
3. Conclusion

In summary, it is proposed to endorse the following principle:
· The subscription data is only transferred by the HSS to the new MME during the TAU procedure.
