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Abstract of the contribution:

PMIP-based S5/S8 requires additional clean up that is not defined or needed for the GTP variant. 

Discussion

The TAU procedure with MME and Serving GW change (TS 23.401 section 5.3.3) and the Inter-eNodeB handover with CN node relocation (TS 23.401 section 5.5.1) both relocate Serving GWs within the 3GPP access.  In the case of PMIP-based S5/S8 it is necessary to terminate the Gateway Control Session.
It is necessary to extend the documentation approach agreed in Helsinki.  Currently differences between the PMIP- and GTP-variant to S5/S8 interaction are noted for Serving GW-PDN GW interactions only.  This must be extended to include MME-Serving GW interactions, at least in the case where Delete Bearer Requests result in a ‘Gateway Control Session Termination’ in the PMIP-variant.  This way, off-path signalling to support PMIP-based CN Node Relocation procedures can provide equivalent functionality to the GTP-variant.

Proposal
Add markers to 23.401 for MME-Serving GW interaction that results in deletion of bearers in the Serving GW as a result of relocation.
