Abstract of the contribution:

Changes are proposed to TS 23.401 to include a UE initiated Dedicated Bearer Deactivation procedure for E-UTRAN access.

Introduction

Sections have been incorporated into TS 23.401 for PDN GW initiated dedicated bearer deactivation (5.4.4.1) and MME initiated dedicated bearer deactivation (5.4.4.2).  

This contribution proposes text for a new section “UE Initiated Dedicated Bearer Deactivation” should be added to section 5.4.4.2, as only the trigger from the UE to the MME is new, but all other procedures are the same. Modifications are also proposed to that section with regards to applicability to PMIP based S5/S8. The procedure for UE and MME initiated Dedicated bearer deactivation is captured  in S2-07xxx.
Proposal

The following changes to TS 23.401 is proposed.

UE and MME Initiated Dedicated Bearer Deactivation 

UE and MME initiated Dedicated Bearer Deactivation is depicted in Figure 5.4.4-2 below. This procedure deactivates dedicated bearers. Default bearers are not affected.

NOTE:
For a PMIP-based S5/S8, procedure steps (A) are defined in 3GPP TS 23.402 [2]. Steps ,3, 4  and 5 concern GTP based S5/S8
1.
For a UE intiated dedicated bearer deacitvation, the UE sends a NAS message to MME to Request Deactivation of a dedicated bearer.

NOTE:
Step 1 is optional and only used for UE requested dedicated bearer deactivation.

2.
The MME sends the Request Dedicated Bearer Deactivation message to the Serving GW to deactivate the selected dedicated bearers.

3.
The Serving GW sends the Request Dedicated Bearer Deactivation message to the PDN GW.

4.
If PCC infrastructure is used, the PDN GW informs the PCRF about the loss of resources. 

5.
The PDN GW Initiated Dedicated Bearer Deactivation Procedures (according to sub-clause 5.4.4.1) is invoked.
