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Abstract of the contribution:

This document discusses the information elements exchanged over Non-3GPP procedures and recommends how these should be transmitted.  Specifically, information elements for signalling messages over S2a, S2b and S2c are proposed for agreement.

Discussion

Please see [1] and [2] for discussion and justification for the changes proposed here.  This document is the result of drafting discussions and is meant to convey SA2 SAE WG consensus on the content and signalling of information on Non-3GPP S2a, S2b and S2c interfaces.

ADDITIONAL WORK TO DO:

· Describe the DSMIPv6 interactions for both security options for MIPv6 signalling: when either IKEv2 or Auth Option is used.  Both possibilities can be included in the FFSs related to selecting a MIPv6 security mechanism.  Then, once the mechanism is selected, the text will be ready.

· Determine that the basic description of PMIP BU and BA apply to interactions on S2a and S2b in [1].  Is there anything else needed or does that suffice?

Proposal

It is proposed to agree on 

1. It is proposed to agree that the interactions defined for S7c descrived in S2-075369 also apply for S7a and S7b.

2. It is proposed to agree that the following IEs are used in DSMIPv6 interactions (for S2c).
