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Abstract of the contribution:

There are a number of inconsistent and undefined terms and definitions used within TR23.811 / TS 23.204 and inconsistencies between the two documents.
The purpose of this contribution is to determine whether SA2 wishes to correct the inconsistencies described below.

It has not been possible to produce a draft CR to propose how to correct the inconsistencies because the intention of the terms and definitions used in both documents is unclear.

Inconsistent terminology between TS 23.204 and TR 23.811.

This document contains a table which identifies terms used within the above 2 documents to describe what appear in some cases the same functionality in Protocol Flow diagrams. The terms used in 23.040 are also shown as a source of reference.
The only terms included in the table are those that relate to the protocol and information flow between the SC, GMSC and IWMSC.

Terms specifically related to the UE have not been included as it is assumed that they are for SIP messages and have no direct mapping to terms contained in TS 23.040.

Completion of the table to show alignment is not just a simple case of checking the term and its spelling and assuming it is the same. It is necessary to check the functionality in each specification. Consequently, terms used in TS 23.204 and TR 23.811 should be brought into alignment.

It is proposed that wherever possible, TS 23.040 should be used as the base reference.

There may be inconsistencies between IP specific terms used in TS 23.204 and TR 23.811 but that is outside the scope of this document.

It is proposed that a small drafting group under SA2 with the rapporteurs present be convened to discuss and draft a resolution to the inconsistencies.
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Additional comments are as follows.

1. SC.

The term SC is used in TS 23.040 but later the term SMS-SC was frequently used. Both are defined in Vocabulary / Definitions TR 21.905 and so either are acceptable but need to be consistent in any one document. In TS 23.204 and TR 23.811, the term SM-SC has been used a number of times which is not a defined term in TR 21.905.

TS 23.204 and TR 23.811 need to replace the term SM-SC with whatever term is consistently used.

2. SMS UE

TR 23.811 introduces the concept of an SMS UE. This needs a definition added to TR 21.905.
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
