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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes a conclusion to the TR 23.811, allowing the content of the TR to be moved to the TS.
1. Discussion
TR 23.811 has been developed in the past year, and has described two alternative architectures for the service-level interworking between Instant Messages and Short Messages. These two architectures are identical in the MT case, and are only differing for the routing of the SIP MESSAGE in the MO case (one is using iFCs, the other is going through a BGCF).

In SA2#60 in Kobe, it has been decided to update 3GPP TS 23.204 with the functionality described in TR 23.811, hence it is necessary to conclude the work.

Both architecture have their merits, yet there has been more support in the meeting for alternative 1. We are proposing thus to implement alternative 1 in the normative part of the TS. However, as some vendors have shown concern in implementing DNS/ENUM queries in an AS, it is proposed to describe alternative 2 as an implementation option, that would be mentioned in an informative annex of the TS.

2. Proposal

It is proposed to capture the proposal above in the conclusion section of the TR, and to send the resulting TR 23.811 to SA plenary for information and/or approval.

It is also proposed to move the content of the TR to the TS in separate CRs to TS 23.204, in new sections to clause 6. Guidance should be provided to the MCC for the order of implementation of the agreed CRs.
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Conclusion
It has been identified that the two alternative architectures for the service-level interworking are identical in the terminating cases, and are only differing in the originating case (sections 7.1.1.4.1 and 7.2.1.4.1): architecture alternative 1 is using iFCs to route the Instant Messages to the IP-SM-GW, while architecture alternative 2 is going through the BGCF in order to reach the IP-SM-GW.

It is concluded to include architecture alternative 1 in the normative part of 3GPP TS 23.204 [5].
