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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution provides background information on the source of confusion about the necessity to support CAMEL for VCC.
Introduction

According to Section 4.1 of 3GPP TS 23.206:

Transfers between the CS domain and the IMS. Domain Transfers may be enabled in one direction (i.e. from the CS domain to the IMS or from the IMS to CS domain), or in both directions as per network configuration requirements.

Thus, it is possible that in some networks, VCC can be initiated only for those sessions that were initially set up in the IMS domain (IMS to CS domain transfer). In such networks, the operator has chosen to not provide VCC for any session that is started in the CS domain (CS to IMS domain transfer).

3GPP TS 23.206 is unclear about whether CAMEL is required to be supported in the network when VCC is to be deployed. 

The reference diagram in Section 5.1 of 3GPP TS 23.206 includes CAMEL elements and a CAMEL entity is shown to be a part of the VCC AS.
In Section 6.2.2.2 of 3GPP TS 23.206, CAMEL is used to anchor a CS originated call in the VCC AS. None of the other procedures in 3GPP TS 23.206 use CAMEL. In particular, the domain transfer from IMS to CS does not use CAMEL as shown in Figure 6.4.2.1-1 in Section 6.4.2.1 of TS 23.206, as shown below:
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Thus, it can be concluded that VCC can be deployed in networks that do not support CAMEL, provided only calls set up in the PS domain need to be anchored. Only when there is a need to anchor calls set up in the CS domain, CAMEL is needed.
