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Abstract: A conclusion on handling of multiple media for IMS Centralized Services is proposed.

Introduction

During the past SA2 meetings, the handling of non-speech media was briefly discussed. It is obvious that no media should be carried via USSD. It is also clear that non-speech media can be carried via PS, however, not every call may include additional non-speech media. 
One candidate exception of the rule to carry non-speech media via PS has been discussed at SA2 #59 and at SA2 #60, namely in the case of ICS video call. It was discussed to support the solutions of multimedia inter-working as of TS 29.163 for fallback and service change in case UTRAN is used as access network (note that 3G.324M is not supported over GERAN). However, ICS video call is not fully studied, and should not delay the progress of the further study. Also it was discussed that even for ICS video call the video media could be transmitted via PS access and some 3G capable UE do not support 3G.324M. It was agreed at SA2 #60 that service continuity of ICS video call is not within the scope of TR 23.892 but should be handled in MMSC study.
This contribution proposes a conclusion on multiple media for IMS Centralized Services.
2     Proposal
It is proposed to include the following changes into 3GPP TR 23.892.

Conclusion on handling of multiple media for IMS Centralized Services
Speech media of an ICS session is transmitted over CS access. Bi-directional video may be transmitted multiplexed with speech only in case UTRAN is used as access network and based on operator policy and UE capabilities. Video and other media of an ICS session may be transmitted via PS access.
Service continuity for ICS video call shall be handled within the MMSC study.
