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Abstract:
This paper proposes text for closure of the issue of RUA in the IMS session path when using CS and PS media.

Discussion
It has been debated for quite a while whether the RUA of the ICCF needs to see all ICS User sessions. The debate originally stemmed from the need for maintaining service state data over Domain Transfers to alleviate need for data exchange via ICCC over Domain Transfers. 
The requirements for T-ADS, however, have been overlooked by this discussion. One of the critical requirements for T-ADS is that all calls for a particular device should be established using the same access network. This requires that the terminating ADS has the knowledge of the access network used by all active sessions for a ICS user to be included in the ADS algorithm for a new incoming sessions while other sessions are active. A companion paper S2-xxxx “ADS for ICS Users” recommends use of ICCF to maintain the access network information for all ICS User sessions to assist in T-ADS. 
For the ICCF to maintain this information, it needs to be inserted in the signalling path for all ICS User sessions at call set up and Domain Transfers. When inserted in the session path, the ICCF invokes a B2BUA and records the access network used for establishing the session. This is the minimum functionality required at the ICCF, other functions may be performed by the ICCF depending on the particular session scenario.

We recommend to document this conclusion in the TR.
Proposal/Recommendation
Add the following text to TR 23.892.
*** begin new text*** 
6.4b   Role of ICCF for ICS User sessions
The ICCF is inserted in the signalling path of all originating and terminating sessions established for an ICS UE and non ICS UE, and is maintained in the signalling path following Domain Transfer. The ICCF is inserted via originating and terminating iFCs. When inserted in the session path, the ICCF invokes a B2BUA and records the access network used for the setup of the session; other functions may also be invoked depending on the particular session scenario. 

When using the I1-cs, the ICCF may be invoked with use of USSD or PSI routing for originating and Domain Transfer sessions in which case a subsequent insertion using originating iFCs may be avoided.
The ICCF is not required when using non ICS UEs that are capable of receiving voice telephony services only over GSM/UMTS CS access.
