Introduction

In TS 23.279 the function for combining CS and IMS services is defined. In CSI, IMS Calls to a CSI user are served by the CSI AS in the terminating network.
An ICS user, on the other hand, receives the services enabled by the IMS multimedia telephony communication service (MMTel) and is thus served by the MMTel AS in the IMS network.
So, to conclude an ICS user is not a CSI user and vice versa.

ICS User: An ICS user is a user that receives communication services provided by a centralized Multimedia telephony service engine in IMS, regardless if the user is utilizing a PS or CS network or both. An ICS user is not a CSI user.
