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Introduction

One of the questions that still appears to require a resolution is whether there is a need for an ICS subscription, and what does subscription mean, in this context?

Consider first a user with an ICS UE. Clearly an ICS AS needs to be configured for this user in order for ICS functionality to be provided. This requires some HSS data.

Now consider a user with a non-ICS UE. In this case an ICS AS doesn’t need to be configured. However, it is necessary to configure at least one AS that can provide Terminating Access Domain Selection, and it is necessary to configure data to allow the ICS Enhanced MSC to IMS register on behalf of the UE.

Thus there appear to be two flavours of ICS “subscription”, and different data is required to be provisioned in the HSS for each flavour.

Proposed changes

It is proposed that two new definitions are added to the TS.

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [x] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [x].
ICS UE User: A user accessing IMS centralized services using an ICS-enhanced UE. An ICS AS is configured for this user.
ICS MSC User: A user accessing IMS centralized services via an ICS-enhanced MSC. Data is configured to allow an MSC Server enhanced with ICS capability to register on its behalf. In addition, an AS has been configured that provides terminating Access Domain Selection.
