Network Controlled Mobility

Network controlled mobility between Mobile WiMAX and 3GPP accesses is supported for dual radio (i.e. simultaneous receive/transmit capability) devices in the the following manner:
· For idle mobility from 3GPP access to Mobile WiMAX:
· The necessary system re-selection parameters are broadcast by the RAN (GERAN, UTRAN, EUTRAN) to control idle mode system re-selection procedures in the UE;
· When conditions for system re-reselection are met, the UE shall follow the applicable mobility procedures for handover from 3GPP access to Trusted non-3GPP IP access described in clause 8.
· For active mobility from 3GPP access to Mobile WiMAX:
· The RAN (GERAN, UTRAN, EUTRAN) utilizes measurement control and reporting in order to control the handover to Mobile WiMAX;
· Upon indication from the RAN (GERAN, UTRAN, EUTRAN), the UE followsthe applicable mobility procedures for handover from 3GPP access to Trusted non-3GPP IP access described in clause 8;
· The RAN (GERAN, UTRAN, EUTRAN) is not involved in the preparation of resources in the target system.
Note: Network controlled mobility from Mobile WiMAX to 3GPP access is not specified here.
