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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes text for the Introduction and Scope of the SID on the Architecture of Customized Alerting Tones Service in the 3GPP IMS domain.
Introduction 
The SID on Architecture of IMS based Customized Alerting Tone was agreed at SA #38 Cancun Mexico meeting. Hence this paper proposes text for the Introduction and Scope of the TR.
Proposal

The following text additions are proposed:
Introduction

Following the completion of the standardization on Customized Alerting Tone Requirements (TS 22.182), standardization work for the technical solution of CAT should be taken into consideration and the related technical work for CAT in CS domain is being done in CT4 (TR29.882 “Customized Alerting Tones in 3GPP CS domain”). Thus the SID on the architecture of IMS based CAT will study the alternative technical methods to implement the basic functions of CAT (including voice and video call) in IMS domain . And the inter-working/roaming issues would also be taken into consideration especially in case when the CAT user is changing domains (between IMS and CS).

Scope
This study intends to investigate the architectural impacts on and potential enhancements to IMS specifications to meet the normative requirements for CAT in IMS domain as specified in TS 22.182:
· Architecture and procedures to support basic call scenarios for CAT in IMS domain
· Interaction with other service, e.g. IMS Multimededia telephony supplementary services

· Abnormal case handling (e.g. when CAT service fails)

· Service provision for roaming subscribers
· Interworking between IMS CAT and CS CAT
In the end this study will provide conclusions with respects to what further specification work is required in order to fulfil the requirements for the CAT in IMS domain.
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
