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Abstract of the contribution:

This paper proposes a way forward to handle the terminating request handling for corporate networks. 
1. Introduction

At SA2#61, two proposals (S2J070006, S2-075622) for terminating request handling were discussed:
1. For a non IMS compliant IP PBX, deploy a GW to terminate the Gm reference point at the IP PBX side. By using this, the IP PBX could be off loaded of the Gm reference point specific handling, and the GW could also could to the required Request-URI / P-Called-Party ID mapping.  

2. Implement a specific procedure, changing the behaviour in the S-CSCF, and for the scenarios where the wildcarded public user identity is used, generates a new R-URI, formed with the user part of the original Request URI and the host part of the contact address.
The implication of proposal 1 is that a GW needs to be deployed in the NGCN site (potentially requiring two different boxes). 

The implication of proposal 2 are that the wildcarded public user identity solution becomes tied to the special procedure of the corporate network termination handling (which the LS from TISPAN clearly mentioned was a separate issue), and the solution is also not taking into account the fact that there long term may be Gm compliant IP PBXs. 
2. Proposal

Considering that the main objection to proposal 1 appears to be that this would require two entities in the NGCN site (i.e., costly), and the main objection for the S-CSCF solution is that it really ties in corporate network specific procedures also for non-corporate network traffic, it is proposed to:

· Create a logical corporate network interworking functionality, which can be used for the Gm reference point.

· The function could be used to handle corporate network specific interworking procedures, such as the terminating request handling, but also other necessary functions that may differ from the normal Gm reference point behaviour.

· The location of the function could either be collocated in a function in the NGCN site (such as a GW as suggested in proposal 1, or in the IP PBX if the IP PBX is fully Gm compliant), or in the P-CSCF at the operators site (in case the operator wishes to provide this as an added service).  
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
