Introduction

To enhance Release 7 VCC, two new TS were proposed to Release 8 timeframe. ICS specification (3GPP TS 23.292) and Service Continuity TS. This contribution aims to clarify relation between Rel-7VCC and proposed WIDs.

Discussion

IMS Centralised Service (ICS) aims at defining the centralization of service control in IMS whatever the access network it is used by the UE. By this way ICS describes the centralization of service when using CS access for media transfer and responses to supplementary issues pointed out in Release 7VCC.
Only Voice call service is proposed basically in Release 7 VCC, when there was session with voice, only the voice component was transferred the other media were dropped. In order to enhance this aspect Multimedia Session Continuity Technical report was created to provide possibility of transferring different session types between different accesses This TR is supposed to be used as basis of Service continuity.
As Release 7 VCC is the basis of the two news WIDs, it was proposed to identity mains functions of Real-7VCC TS that should be transferred in ICS TS and SC TS
· ICS TS 
CS Adaptation Function (CSAF) defined in R7 VCC needs to be transferred in ICS TS as ICCF defined in ICS provides function necessary for provision of IMS Services for calls originated or terminated over CS access networks
CAMEL service function in R7 VCC needs also to be studied in ICS 

IMS Registration procedure from CS access in ICS and from PS domain in SC 

Domain Selection Function (called Access Domain Selection) selecting between CS and PS access needs to be studied in ICS TS

Anchoring mechanism is proposed to be transferred in SC as MMSC AS is the anchoring point.

Domain Selection (DSF) allowing selecting between different PS accesses as part of network initiated session continuity is to be studied in SC TS
.Domain Transfer Function (DTF) in SC TS as MMSC AS executes the transfer or multimedia session continuity between different accesses or domain.
3     Proposal
It is proposed to discuss the proposed identified functions to be transferred in ICS and SC TS.

Also It is proposed to use the table below as guideline for identifying R7 VCC functions needed to be studied in ICS or SC TS in R8 timeframe.
