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1. Introduction
There are two alternative information flows in section 6.5.5.2 for retrieving media components from different UEs. This contribution proposes to analyse these two alternative information flows, and proposes to make the conclusion for the information flow as the basis for the TS 23.293.

	The usage of REFER in the alternative 2 seams not the usage of REFER defined in RFC 3515.


3. Conclusion

The above two alternatives could all handle the retrieving media components from different UEs without huge difference. This contribution proposes to take the two alternatives as the basis for the TS 23.293.
This conclusion does not mean that the two information flows in section 6.5.5.2.1 and 6.5.5.2.2 are freeze, and do not need to be improved.
