The GWs return Delete Bearer Response (TEIDs) message to the old MME. If a PCRF is deployed, the PDN GW interacts with the PCRF to indicate that resources have been released.

If dynamic PCC is deployed, the PDN GW interacts with the PCRF to get the default PCC rules for the UE. This may lead to the establishment of a number of dedicated bearers following the procedures defined in clause 5.4.1 in association with the establishment of the default bearer, which is described in Annex F. 

The IMSI, UE IP address, User Location Information, RAT type, AMBR are provided to the PCRF by the PDN GW if received by the previous message. The User Location Information is used for location based charging.
