The non ICS UE A sends a Retrieve message according to standard CS originating procedures.

The MSC Server sends a re-INVITE to the S-CSCF with SDP indicating the session has been resumed.

If the ICS AS was inserted at session establishment, the S-CSCF sends the re-INVITE to the ICS AS.

9.
The re-INVITE is sent to the S-CSCF.

10.
The re-INVITE is forwarded to UE B according to standard IMS procedures.
