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Abstract of the contribution: This paper summarizes the output of the drafting session on PCC held on February 20th, 2008
1. Introduction

The PCC drafting group discussed how to progress PCC Rel-8 (TS 23.203), in particular with respect to the IP-CAN type concept, definition and usage, and the associated principles.
The discussion was based on S2-081655 (Qualcomm Europe, Camiant) and S2-081098 (Ericsson). The remainder of the paper will employ some terminology borrowed from these documents

2. Proposal

The following is a set of agreed principles
1. The IPCAN type still exists in Rel-8

2. The PCRF needs to link different legs. This will be done with one of the following options: 

a. Explicit indication (Mobility protocol info towards the PCRF)

b. Implicit indication (e.g. info already available by other means)
3. The tunnel information, if present, is passed from the P-GW to the PCRF to the BBERF 

4. The QoS rules are independent of the mobility protocol in the core network (un-tunnelled – filter information)

5. SDF Processing at BBERF takes into account the tunnel information
6. The RAT Type is 3GPP specific (access system characteristics) – applicability to others is FFS.
