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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on TAU in connected mode (S2-075870/C1-080023).

CT1 has discussed the two alternative approaches for triggering TAU in connected mode

· Approach 1 is that the UE is always informed about the current TA id in connected mode, and the UE performs a TAU whenever the current TA id is not included in the list of TAs that are registered with the network, similarly as in idle more. 

· Approach 2 is that the UE in connected mode is triggered to perform TAU only when required, such as in the case of MME relocation. 

and would like to give the following feedback:

1) In CT1's understanding the concept of a "last visited TAI" as proposed by SA2 to CT1 in LS (S2-073901/C1-072282) requires that the UE is aware of changes of the current TAI ID also in connected mode (i.e. it requires the use of approach 1). Otherwise, if a UE in connected mode has moved a long distance within an MME area 1 before it enters a new MME area 2 and performs a tracking area update, the "last visited TAI" provided by the UE will be the TAI of the cell where the UE entered connected mode instead of the TAI of the cell where the UE was in last contact to MME area 1. 

2) CT1 was not sure whether from the UE's point of view the trigger mentioned for approach 2 is referring to a new, additional mechanism, different from the mechanism described for approach 1 ("the UE is … informed about the current TA id"). In CT1's opinion the introduction of new trigger mechanisms for the UE should be avoided.
