ADS for originating sessions

ADS for originating sessions is executed in the ICS UE, as specified in TS 23.221 [x], Section 7.2a.
6.3.2
ADS for terminating sessions

For delivery of an incoming session to an ICS User, the T-ADS performs the following:

1. It selects a contact for delivery of an incoming session amongst one or more of the following:
a. Registration in IMS by the UE for speech or speech and video via PS with media via PS.
b. Registration in IMS by the ICS UE via PS with media via CS.
c. Registration in IMS by the ICS UE via PS for non-speech media and UE is reachable in CS, I1 reference point used for service control.
d. Registration in IMS by the MSC Server for media via CS.
e. No registration in IMS but UE reachable in CS.
2. Based on the selected contact, it selects an access network for delivery of the incoming session to the ICS User contact address. Selection criteria as specified in TS 23.221 section 7.2b, Access Domain Selection for terminating sessions are used for access network selection.
3. For delivery of incoming sessions to the UE registered in CS domain via standard MSC Server, it fetches the CSRN for breakout to the CS domain.
Additionally, the T-ADS for ICS UE sessions may be executed in the ICS UE in conjunction with the network, based on operator policy and taking into account its own capabilities and those of the access network.
