7.1 Registration

7.1.1 IMS Registration via IP-CAN

Whenever the ICS UE acquires IP connectivity via an IP-CAN, the UE shall register in the IMS if not already registered in IMS. Registration with IMS is in accordance with the procedure as defined in 3GPP TS 23.228 [].
The filter criteria shall contain a condition that a 3rd-party registration should be performed by the S-CSCF via the ISC interface towards the ICS AS. This supports ADS functionality in the ICS AS.

The UE registers in the IMS as described in clause 5.2.2.3 of 3GPP TS 23.228 [].

2.
The S-CSCF informs the ICS AS about the registration, using the procedures defined in clause 6.3 of 3GPP TS 23.218 [].
IMS registration via IP-CAN is performed independently of the UE's CS state.
