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SA2 is specifying the architecture enhancements for functionality to enable Fallback from E-UTRAN access to 2G/3G CS domain access. Using this functionality, voice and other CS-domain services (e.g. CS UDI video / SMS/ LCS / USSD) are realized by reuse of CS infrastructure. 
For SMS, currently there are three solutions for CS Fallback and the pros and cons are listed in the following comparison table. 
	
	Pros
	Cons

	Always fallback for SMS
	Same procedure with CS Fallback for voice service and no need of specific standardization work.
	UE will be redirected to CS automatically due to receiving or sending SMS and the ongoing data session will be dropped (e.g. when DTM or PS Handover is not supported) or Qos downgraded (even after returning to LTE).

	SMS over SGs
	When sending or receiving SMS, UE doesn’t need to trigger CS Fallback and the ongoing data service in EUTRAN will not be impacted.
	Introducing a new mechanism for SMS delivery via EPS with impact on MSCs and further standardization work.

	SMS over IP
	When sending or receiving SMS, UE doesn’t need to trigger CS Fallback by reuse of the well-defined SMS over IP and the ongoing data service in EUTRAN will not be impacted without further standardization work.
	Requiring IMS deployment for SMSIP.


Currently SA2 is discussing the CS Fallback solution for SMS and kindly ask SA1 to provide guidance from user experience and operator’s requirement point of view.
