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Abstract of the contribution: Report of the teleconference that took place on 07 February 2008.
1. Summary
Inputs from various companies were discussed, and three points were agreed during the teleconference.

1. It was agreed that 'Network Enhancement' approach will be selected.

2. It was agreed that a solution which only applies to new handsets is acceptable.

3. It was agreed to evaluate the effectiveness of the 'network enhancement' solution using a model in certain cities (e.g. Tokyo, Mumbai)

2. Discussion
Presentation of each submitted document and subsequent discussion took place.
	Agenda 1:  S2-081081 (Huawei)

It was commented by DoCoMo that the pool border could be place in a area where impact of the mass simultaneous LAU is small.  It was asked by Softbank Mobile that whether this approach can be used for the resolution of ping-pong effect.  It was clarified by Huawei that it works for ping-pong effect.


Agenda 2:  S2-081082 (Huawei)

It was asked by NTT DoCoMo if this solution only works for the new handset.  It was clarified by Huawei that it only works for the new handset.  It was questioned on the effectiveness of the solution.  It was questioned that how the offset will be decided.  Huawei commented that we may need further investigation on the effectiveness.
It was questioned by Ericsson that it may be a problem if any of the RED solution alternatives does not work for existing handsets.  NTT DoCoMo explained that the period that users buy a new handset is very short especially in Japan and therefore no problem is expected.

Ericsson and Vodafone commented that evaluation of the solutions based on some models will be required.  NTT DoCoMo commented that solution can be selected before evaluation, by taking into account the situation that operators are facing.
NEC commented that the division of UEs into groups where each group would have different weight values in order to make the reselection criteria different would introduce complications into the re-selection process and very likely considerably increase the ping pong situations. Making one UE to reselect another cell easier than other UEs would require the same special treatment in the new cell (this time more difficult reselection back) in an attempt to avoid the ping-pong effect. Huawei agreed that this issue needs further to be looked at.
	Agenda 3:  RED Solution Guideline (NTT DoCoMo)
It was asked by Nokia Siemens Networks that problem is happening not only to the people on the train, but the people living nearby the railway lines.  It was answered by NTT DoCoMo that people living nearby the railway lines have a severe service discontinuity problem.  It was also explained by NTT DoCoMo that it is difficult to separate the railway track and the houses nearby.
It was commented by Vodafone UK that Vodafone has a similar problem in busy cities.  Vodafone also explained that they have already done a lot of optimisation and system enhancement would be required in order to solve this problem.  

It was questioned whether we need to provide solution to all handsets, not only the future handsets.  It was answered by Vodafone UK that it would be better if the solution applies to all handsets but it is not possible.  
The proposal by NTT DoCoMo was once again clarified, and Vodafone UK, Softbank Mobile and NEC agreed that the 'Network Enhancement' approach will be selected, and the proposal was agreed.

It was also confirmed and agreed that a solution which only applies to new handsets is acceptable.
It was also agreed that NTT DoCoMo and Vodafone UK will provide the model case for further evaluation of the network enhancement solution alternatives.


Agenda 4:  S2-08xxxx  (Qualcomm)
It was commented by NTT DoCoMo that XA pool overlapping was implied already but it's acceptable to have it explicitly.  It was also asked if this solution applies to solution 2.  It was clarified that it works to solution 2.
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
