Location Reporting
The purpose of the Location Reporting procedure is to allow MME to inquire the location of a specific UE to the eNB and to request the eNB to send the inquiry result in a designated timing.

The MME initiates the procedure by sending CELL INFORMATION REQUEST message to the eNodeB. 

After the eNodeB succeeded on retrieving the location information result, the eNodeB responds with REPORTCELL INFORMATION message to the MME.

The REPORT CELL INFORMATION message may contain the Area Identity IE, which may contain the following:
