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Abstract of the contribution:

This paper provides overview text for non ICS UE communication transfer via the MSC Server enhanced for ICS, targeted for Section 7 (Procedures and Flows) of TS 23.292 IMS Centralized Services. 

Discussion:

3GPP TS 22.091, TS 23.091 and TS 24.091 define the Explicit Call Transfer (ECT) supplementary service for CS systems.  The following description comes from 3GPP TS 22.091:
The ECT supplementary service enables the served mobile subscriber (subscriber A) who has two calls , each of which can be an incoming or outgoing call, to connect the other parties in the two calls and release the served mobile subscribers own connection.

Prior to transfer, the connection shall have been established on the call between subscriber A and subscriber B. On the call between subscriber A and subscriber C, either the connection shall have been established prior to transfer, or, as a network option, transfer can occur while subscriber C is being informed of the call (i.e. the connection has not yet been established.)
3GPP TS 23.228 defines the three roles played by the parties involved in the Explicit Communication Transfer (ECT) service for IMS:

· transfer initiator

· transfer recipient

· transfer target

3GPP TS 23.228 also defines three communication transfer services:

· consultative transfer

· blind transfer

· assured transfer

Of these, only consultative transfer involves two existing sessions prior to the transfer initiator executing the transfer.  With blind transfer and assured transfer, only a single session exists prior to the transfer initiator executing the transfer.  Therefore only consultative transfer is consistent with the ECT service defined in 23.091 for the CS domain.
For this reason, it is proposed to only support consultative transfer at the MSC Server enhanced for ICS when the non ICS UE is playing the role of transfer initiator.
When the non ICS UE is playing the role of the transfer recipient or transfer target, it is further proposed that the MSC Server enhanced for ICS support any of the communication transfer services defined in 3GPP TS 23.228.  This ensures that the network-based ICS solution is transparent to IMS and that service behavior is consistent across the various UE types.
Proposal/Recommendation:

Add the following text in TS 23.292 IMS Centralized Services.

Supplementary Service Invocation for non ICS UE

Explicit Communication Transfer (ECT)
For IMS sessions established by non ICS UEs using CS media, the MSC Server enhanced for ICS shall perform the necessary interworking between the I2 reference point and CS signalling described in 3GPP TS 24.091 [x] to allow Explicit Communication Transfer (ECT) to be controlled by the IMS.
When the non ICS UE initiates ECT, the MSC Server enhanced for ICS shall support consultative transfer and shall play the initiator role as described in 3GPP TS 23.228 [2] on behalf of the non ICS UE. The MSC Server enhanced for ICS shall also support the recipient and target roles on behalf of the non ICS UE for consultative transfer as described in 3GPP TS.23.228 [2].
The MSC Server enhanced for ICS shall support the recipient and target roles on behalf of the non ICS UE for blind transfer as described in 3GPP TS 23.228 [2].
The MSC Server enhanced for ICS shall support the recipient and target roles on behalf of the non ICS UE for assured transfer as described in 3GPP TS 23.228 [2].
