E-UTRAN and 3GPP UTRAN/GERAN SRVCC

For facilitating session transfer (SRVCC) of the voice component to the CS domain, the IMS multimedia telephony sessions needs to be anchored in the IMS. A CS originated/terminated call to/from UTRAN/GERAN has to be anchored in IMS to allow session transfer (SRVCC) to E-UTRAN to occur.

For SRVCC from E-UTRAN to UTRAN/GERAN, the MSC Server enhanced for SRVCC receives the Forward Relocation Request via the S3-cs. MSC Server enhanced for SRVCC then initiates the session transfer procedure to IMS and coordinates it with the CS handover procedure to the target cell. MSC Server enhanced for SRVCC then sends Forward Relocation Response to MME, which includes the necessary CS HO command information for the UE to access the UTRAN/GERAN.

Handling of any non-voice PS bearer is done by the “PS bearer splitting function” in the MME. The handover of non-voice PS bearer is done as according to Inter RAT handover procedure as defined in TS 23.401 [2]. The MME is responsible to coordinate the Forward Relocation Response from SRVCC and PS-PS handover procedure.
