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Abstract of the contribution: 
This contribution proposes to add some descriptions to extend the scope of IMS CAT service from architectural aspect.
1. Discussion

The current scope of IMS CAT service in stage 2 document of IMS CAT (TR 23.872 v0.2.0) doesn’t cover essential situations which described in stage 1 document (TS 22.182 v8.1.0). 
There are following descriptions in sub-clause 4.1 “Basic functionality of the CAT service” of TS 22.182: 

(1)
The calling party shall be able to experience the CAT set by the called CAT service subscriber.
(2)
In IMS, the calling party shall be able to experience the CAT set by the calling CAT service subscriber.
(3)
For IMS, the calling party’s operator shall be able to configure which CAT should have priority, the one set by the called or calling CAT service subscriber. The calling party’s operator shall be able to take into account the calling CAT service subscriber’s preferences.
(4)
The calling party should be able to reject the CAT service based on rules e.g. time, the identity of the called party.
(5)
When the CAT is playing, the calling party shall be able to stop it, then he shall experience the default alerting tone for the duration of the call establishment.
The first two requirements introduce multiple CAT services case that we need consider, and then the selection of multiple CAT services need to be considered too. The requirement of (3) says the selection is done by calling party’s operator. The requirement of (4) says the selection is done by calling party’s operator or UE. The requirement of (5) is a special case of selection by UE, if UE select none CAT service, the CAT will be stopped.
So, we propose to add some descriptions to the current scope.
2. Proposal
It is proposed to add some descriptions to extend the scope of IMS CAT service in stage 2 document.
Proposed changes are shown below.

Scope

This study intends to investigate the architectural impacts on and potential enhancements to IMS specifications to meet the normative requirements for CAT in IMS domain as specified in 3GPP TS 22.182 [2]:
· Architecture and procedures to support basic call scenarios for CAT in IMS domain;

· Interaction with other service, e.g. IMS Multimedia telephony supplementary services;

· Service provision for roaming subscribers;
· Interworking between IMS CAT and CS CAT in 3GPP TR 29.882 [3];
· Multiple CAT services presentation;
· Selection of multiple CAT services.
In the end, this study will provide conclusions with respects to what further specification work is required in order to fulfil the requirements for the CAT in IMS domain.
