Annex K (Informative):
Recommended Mapping from Standardized QCI Values to DiffServ Code Points

Editor's note:

Packets of an SDF aggregate are tunnelled via IP on GTP- and PMIP-based interfaces within an EPS. The policy for DiffServ Code Point (DSCP) markings of the tunnel header (outer IP header) is an operator's choice and may depend on various factors e.g. it may be determined solely by the QCI of the SDF aggregate, but in some transport networks it may also be determined by the presence of any non-EPS traffic sharing the same transport links.

In case the DiffServ Code Point (DSCP) marking of the tunnel header  is based only on the SDF aggregate's QCI, it is recommended to use the mapping shown in Table K-1.
