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Abstract of the contribution: Discusses forwards compatibility issues of IWLAN UEs connecting to EPS.

Discussion
In offline discussions prior to the Jeju meeting an interesting issue was raised wrt the relationship between Primary PDP Contexts and Home Agents (HAs) in case of Multiple PDN connectivity.

Given that in IWLAN mobility context the default architecture option is a stand-alone HA, it is possible to use the same CoA (i.e. the same Primary PDP Context) for connections to multiple HAs, the GGSN acting as the Access Router. In other words, it is possible in IWLAN context to have 1:N relationship between Primary PDP Contexts and HAs.
This however is a departure from the EPS paradigm, where each PDN connection translates into a separate Default Bearer (i.e. separate Primary PDP Context) because "MIP @ home" mode of operation is mandatory for 3GPP access in EPS context. Therefore, in EPS the relationship between Default bearers and HAs is 1:1.
If the discrepancy described above is allowed by 3GPP specifications, then the following UE behaviour would need to be resolved:

· if the UE connects to an EPC-based GPRS, then it shall request a new Primary PDP Context for each new PDN connectivity;

· if the UE connects to a non-EPC based GPRS network, then it may use the same CoA for any new PDN connectivity.

Alternatively, the discrepancy described above may be eliminated in the standards by mandating that the IWLAN UE shall always request a separate CoA (i.e. Primary PDP Context) for each new PDN connection, even when it is connected to a non-EPC based GPRS.

Proposal
It is proposed that any IWLAN Mobility decisions on Multiple PDN connectivity take the discussion from the previous section into account.
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
