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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution discusses service settings when PS access is not available and proposes a conclusion.
Discussion

An ICS UE uses XCAP over the Ut, over PS access for querying and modifying communication service (MMTel) settings. However, it is open and under discussion how an ICS UE can query and modify such service settings, when PS access is not available. There are two proposals on the table to achieve this via: 
1)  I1, or

2) a CS data call. 
There has been a lot of debate about these two alternatives, but recently not much discussion about the actual relevance of the use case. 
The solution under discussion is needed only for the case when the user is within an area that supports only CS access, i.e. GSM without GPRS, as it is not possible to have inter‑operator 3G roaming agreements without including PS. The current operator roaming environment is now such that this case is so rare, that it does not justify standardization and implementation of solutions as complex as the proposed ones.
In addition to this, WLAN access is now becoming popular, with many new UEs now supporting this alternative access. So even in places where there is no cellular PS access, there is also the possibility of WLAN.
Proposal
Based on the rareness of the use case it is proposed to not further consider standardization of solutions that allow an ICS UE to modify service settings when PS access is not available. As the end of Rel‑8 is approaching, priority should be given to more relevant ICS features.
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
