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Abstract of the contribution:

This paper provides overview text for Communication Barring (CB) services via the MSC Server enhanced for ICS for a non ICS UE, targeted for Section 7 (Procedures and Flows) of TS 23.292 IMS Centralized Services. This is a revision of S2-082346.
Discussion:

The MSC Server enhanced for ICS has no role in the execution of the CB services: Outgoing Communication Barring (OCB), Incoming Communication Barring (ICB) or Anonymous Call Reject (ACR).  Its role is limited to providing notification to the non ICS UE that barring has occured, e.g. mapping SIP response codes to NotifySS operations over CS access.  The proposed text below reflects this limited requirement.
Proposal/Recommendation:

Add the following text in TS 23.292 IMS Centralized Services.

For IMS sessions established by non ICS UEs using the I2 reference point, the MSC Server enhanced for ICS shall perform the necessary interworking between the I2 reference point and CS signalling described in 3GPP TS 24.088 [x] to provide the non ICS UE with notification that a Communications Barring (CB) service was invoked.
