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Introduction

This contribution summarizes the SA2-related highlights from TSG-SA#39.

Overall summary

- Release 8 timeline

The target date of June 2008 for Release 8 stage-2 freeze was re-confirmed. 
Note that this target date equally applies to SAE, IMS, and other features.
- Prioritization of SAE features

SA#39 has agreed to further finetune the prioritization of SAE features. In addition to the already defined essential SAE features (per SP-070699), work on the following SAE items is still retained in Rel-8: 

· Single Radio Voice Call Continuity; 

· SAE for generic support for non-3GPP accesses (including dual radio aspects of optimised handover with WiMAX); 

· Local breakout with SAE for IMS; 

· CS fallback.

Note that the decision on which of the above non-essential items will eventually be part of Rel-8 will be made at SA#40.

SA2 was asked to document functionality for the features above as much as possible in a modular fashion so that parts not completed by June could be moved out of the Rel 8 specifications if necessary.

All other SAE work has been moved to beyond Rel-8.

- Maintenance of TISPAN specifications in Rel-7

TSG-SA#39 confirmed that SA2 is allowed to make Cat F essential corrections to Rel-7 TISPAN maintenance specifications. 

Note that SA#39 approved a Cat F Rel-7 correction toTS 23.406 in SP-080209 based on a company drafted “quasi mirror” of the SA2 CRs in SP-080111.

- Editorial exception for CRs on 23.401 and 23.402

The editorial exception granted at SA#38 on allowing the moving and re-arrangement of sections in 23.401 and 23.402 has been prolonged until SA#40.

MBMS for SAE/LTE:

As per the decision on SAE prioritization, work on SAE/LTE MBMS has been deferred to beyond Rel-8. Hence, SA2’s corresponding WID has been sent back to SA2 for reconsideration of the scope given the revised timeline for this work. In addition, SA2 was asked to remove all pieces of SAE/LTE MBMS specification from all of its Rel-8 TSs.

Note that this also implies that eMBMS can not anymore be considered as a possible solution for ETWS for LTE in Rel-8. 

SA2 documents:

- CRs:

All SA2 CRs were approved as provided to SA plenary without major revisions or comments, except for:

- The 23.228 CR on generalizing coden related tex for common IMS was revised and approved in SP-080207

- The 23.228 CR on IMS Identities Storage and Derivation for common IMS was revised an approved in SP-080206.

- TSs and TRs:

All TSs/TRs sent for information were noted without any major comments.
All TSs/TRs sent for approval to SA#39 were approved.

- SIDs/WIDs

SA2’s proposed WID on SAE MBMS was sent back for re-consideration on the scope. All other new/revised SA2 SIDs and WIDs were approved as such.
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
