Access Selection

The UE could access the IMS services via different contact addresses simultaneously. The Access Selection functionality is executed to select one or more of the contact addresses to deliver an incoming session to the UE. For an incoming session to the UE, the execution of the Access Selection functionality consists of the following basic steps:

1.
For the incoming session to the UE, the Access Selection functionality derives the media description of the incoming session to the UE and the capabilities of the contact addresses via which the UE is attaching to the IMS service.

2.  According to the media description of the incoming session and the capabilities of the contact addresses, the Access Selection functionality could select one or more of the contact addresses to deliver the incoming session to the UE by the following methods:

-
If one of the contact addresses could support all of media description of the incoming session, the Access Selection functionality could select the matching contact address to deliver the incoming session;
-
If no one of contact addresses could support all of media description of the incoming session, but the set of two or more contact addresses could support all of the media description of the incoming session, the Access Selection functionality could select the matching set of contact addresses to deliver the incoming session.
3.
Based on the decision in step 2, the Access Selection functionality delivers the incoming session to the UE by the following methods:

-
If the Access Selection functionality selects one contact address in step 2, the Access Selection delivers the incoming session to the selected contact address;
-
If the Access Selection functionality selects more than one contact addresses in step 2, the Access Selection splits the incoming session into more sessions, and delivers each of the split sessions to each of the selected contact addresses.
