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Abstract of the contribution:

This paper provides an information flow for IMS consultative ECT via CS access from a non ICS UE playing the role of transfer recipient, targeted for Section 7 (Procedures and Flows) of TS 23.292 IMS Centralized Services. This is a revision of S2-082351.
Discussion:

TS 23.228 sub-clause 5.11.6.2.2 “Consultative Transfer” states the following, where I = transfer initiator, R = transfer recipient and T = transfer target.

When the Refer operation completes, I clears its two active sessions, first with R (leaving the configuration as shown in the third diagram) then with T.
This appears to be an error.  The transfer target is responsible for releasing the session with the transfer initiator as it receives the INVITE with the Replaces header.  The transfer target therefore initiates session release after session setup with the transfer recipient, per RFC 3891 (SIP Replaces header).  This behavior is also correctly shown in the consultative transfer flow of TS 24.173 (stage 3 description for ECT).  So 23.228 is inconsistent with both the stage 3 description as well as the IETF specification which describes session replacement.
The session initiator initiates session release with the session recipient once it receives notification that the session transfer is complete.

The flow presented here is consistent with RFC 3891 and TS 24.173, which is the correct behavior.
Proposal/Recommendation:

Add the following text in TS 23.292 IMS Centralized Services.

Figure 7.x.y.7-z describes how IMS consultative ECT is performed via CS access for non ICS UE, with the MSC Server enhanced for ICS playing the role of transfer recipient on behalf of the non ICS UE.
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Figure 7.x.y.7-z: IMS Consultative ECT via CS Access for non ICS UE (transfer recipient)
1.
UE A initiates transfer of non ICS UE B to UE C by sending a REFER as specified in 3GPP TS 24.173 [y].
2.
The S-CSCF invokes the appropriate service logic for this REFER request as specified in 3GPP TS 24.173 [y].
3.
The S-CSCF sends the REFER to the ICS AS as it was inserted at session establishment.
4.
The ICS AS sends the REFER to the S-CSCF within the dialog created for the session between UE A and non ICS UE B.
5.
The REFER is sent to the MSC Server as the transfer recipient.
6.
On behalf of non ICS UE B, the MSC Server initiates session establishment towards UE C.

7. 
Filter criteria directs the S-CSCF to send the INVITE to the ICS AS.
8.
The INVITE is sent to the S-CSCF.

9.
The S-CSCF continues with originated session processing as specified in 3GPP TS 23.228 [2] and routes the request onwards to UE C.

10.
A session is established between the MSC Server (on behalf of non ICS UE B) and UE C.

11.
UE C initiates session release with UE A as specified in 3GPP TS 24.173 [y].

12.
The MSC Server provides indication that the communication transfer is complete by sending a NOTIFY.

13
The S-CSCF sends the NOTIFY to the ICS AS as it was inserted at session establishment.

14.
The ICS AS sends the NOTIFY to the S-CSCF.
15.
The NOTIFY is sent to UE A as specified in 3GPP TS 24.173 [y].

16.
The MSC Servers sends a Facility message with notification of ECT invocation to non ICS UE B as specified in 3GPP TS 24.091 [x].
17.
UE A initiates session release with the MSC Server as specified in 3GPP TS 24.173 [y].
