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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution adds a note addressing the requirements for Service Continuity.

Discussion
At the SA2#64 meeting at Jeju Island the contribution S2-082755 changed a requirement on ICS. The new requirement says:

“4.3 Service continuity
1. Service continuity shall be provided when underlying mobility results in a change of access network capabilities, e.g. support of Gm reference point in conjunction with CS bearer may not be possible after handover from UTRAN to GERAN.”

This is not always the case. Changes in the underlying access network capabilities may also trigger service continuity procedures as defined in 3GPP TS 23.237.
Another example is if a change in access network capabilities, triggered by underlying mobility mechanisms, results in loosing the Gm control channel and the I1 control channel is not available, no session continuity is possible.

Proposal

It is proposed to make the following change to 3GPP TS 23.292.

Service Continuity shall be provided, if possible, when underlying mobility results in a change of access network capabilities, e.g. I1 has to be used when support of Gm reference point in conjunction with CS bearer may not be possible after handover from UTRAN to GERAN.

Underlying mobility that results in change of access network capability may also trigger procedures as defined in 3GPP TS 23.237 [12].
