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	Different procedures are used depending on whether a non-3GPP IP access is considered trusted or untrusted. It has been agreed that the trust relatuionship of a non-3GPP IP access is not a characteristic of the access network but rather decided by the operator(s). There is thus no property available in the access itself that allows the UE to detect whether a non-3GPP IP access is trusted or untrusted. SA2 therefore needs to specify mechanisms for how the UE detects the trust relationship of a particular non-3GPP access network.

Trusted/untrusted non-3GPP access network detection

A UE needs to discover the trust relationship of a non-3GPP IP access in order to know which non-3GPP IP access procedure to initiate. The trust relationship of a non-3GPP IP access is made known to the UE with one of the following options:

1. The trust relationship of non-3GPP IP access networks can be pre-configured in the UE. The UE can e.g. have a list with non-3GPP access technologies and serving network operators that allow procedures for trusted non-3GPP IP access.

2. If 3GPP-based access authentication is perfomed, the UE gets an indication whether the non-3GPP IP access is trusted as part of access authentication. If 3GPP-based access authentication is not performed, the UE shall consider the non-3GPP IP access as untrusted.
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
