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Abstract of the contribution: Clean-up of ICS TS Definitions and Abbreviations clauses
Introduction
There are a number of Definitions and Abbreviations meesing from clause 3, and this contribution proposes their addition.

A definition of “Service Control Signalling” was considered since “Service Control Signalling Path” is defined and because “Service Control Signalling” was used in a number of places, but instead another contribution changes the occurances of “Service Control Signalling” to all lower case letters. (A similar change is proposed for occurances of “Bearer Control Signalling”.)

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Access Leg: The call leg between the UE and the SCC AS. 
CS Bearer Control Signalling Path: Signalling path used to control the call established to set up the CS media bearer between the UE and IMS.
ICS UE: An IMS capable UE with additional ICS-specific functionality.

ICS User: An ICS user is an IMS subscriber that receives communication services centralized in IMS, regardless of the attached access type (e.g. CS domain access, or IP-CAN). 
IMS Centralized Services: See definition in TS 22.101 [9].
Remote Leg: The call leg formed between the SCC AS and the remote end for presentation of the SIP UA behaviour to IMS on behalf of the UE. The TAS, and other Application Servers are invoked on the Remote Leg.
Service Control Signalling Path: Signalling path established between the UE and the SCC AS, either directly via an IP-CAN or via CS network elements for service control signalling.3.2
