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1. Introduction

RAN2 would like to thank RAN3 for their reply LS on GTPv2 activity in CT4. In that reply LS, RAN3 provided an answer to the length of PDCP Sequence Number as follows.

1. How long is a PDCP Sequence Number, which will be put into GTP-U header?

A PDCP Sequence Number may be either 7 bits or 12 bits configured by upper layers. 

As per RAN2’s understanding, the length of PDCP Sequence Number that needs to be put into GTP-U header is always 12 bits, because the forwarding of PDCP Sequence Number is only applied to a RB that utilizes RLC-AM, and PDCP on RLC-AM is always configured with 12 bits PDCP Sequence Number. 

Note that PDCP on RLC-UM is configured with either 7 bits or 12 bits PDCP Sequence Number, but packets on a RB that utilizes RLC-UM are forwarded only when they have no allocated PDCP Sequence Numbers (i.e. not transmitted yet).

2. Actions:

RAN2 kindly asks to RAN3 and CT4 to take the above information into the account.
