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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution provides the description of IMS Service Continuity Scenarios for the transfer of media between UEs. 
Discussions:

Clause 5.4 of 3GPP TR23.893 described different cases for the Inter-UE transfer scenarios. However, they could be generalized into two modes of operation: “keep control mode”, and “release control mode”. For each of the mode, the Inter-UE transfer scenario could be further divided into cases based on the session mobility capabilities achieved, e.g. the 4 capability as listed in clause 5.4:
1.
transfer some or all media components of an ongoing multimedia session between different UEs;

2.
retrieve some or all media components of an ongoing multimedia session from different UEs;

3.
add new media components in an ongoing multimedia session to different UEs; and

4.
remove media components of an ongoing multimedia session from different UEs.

When in the “release control mode”, only capability 1 & 2 makes sense in the operation. 
Therefore, the Inter-UE transfer scenarios are clarified in the proposed text.

Recommendations /Proposals

4.4.x Inter-UE Transfer scenarios 
In a network supporting IMS Service Continuity, the user is provided with session mobility service which includes the capabilities of:
1.
transfer some or all media components of an ongoing multimedia session between different UEs;

2.
retrieve some or all media components of an ongoing multimedia session from different UEs;

3.
add new media components in an ongoing multimedia session to different UEs; and

4.
remove media components of an ongoing multimedia session from different UEs.

NOTE:
The UEs referred to above are under the control of the same user.

The following Inter-UE transfer operation mode should be supported when realising the above capabilities:
· Transfer of the media component is carried out with keep control mode, i.e. the control plane remains with the original device after the transfer. In this mode, all the above capability should be realized.
· Transfer of the media component is carried out with release control mode, i.e. the control plane set for the original device is terminated after the transfer, and the control is released to a transfer target device. In this mode, only above capability 1 & 2 should be realized.
Due to the different capability of the access network and UEs, re-negotiation should be carried out in the session continuity procedures.
