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The AMBR concept is believed to be an effective tool to provide subscriber differentiation. It should be equally well suited for HSPA and EDGE; not only for LTE. It is therefore proposed to add the bearer level QoS parameter UE-AMBR to the Release 8 versions of the Iu and Gb specifications according to following principles:
· The UE-AMBR is only provided across Iu/Gb to UTRAN/GERAN in case the UE connects to the Evolved Packet Core (EPC) via S4.

· A Rel-8 RAN that receives and understands UE-AMBR shall ignore the pre-Rel-8 RAB parameter MBR if associated with Non-GBR RABs (interactive / background).

Should this proposal be agreed by SA2, it proposed to send a corresponding LS to RAN3 and GERAN2.

It is not believed to be necessary to also introduce QCI on Iu/Gb Rel-8 given the 1-to-1 mapping specified in Table E-1 in TS 23.401.
