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Abstract of the contribution:

This contribution proposes to add clarification to Section 8.4.1 of TS 23.272, for the case of CS Fallback in Mobile-Initiated USSD procedure.
1. Discussion

It is proposed to align the procedure for the case of CS Fallback in Mobile-Initiated USSD procedure with that of voice call procedure.  No use cases seem to be proposed, in which the originating procedure needs to be differentiated service by service, and it consequently avoid complexity as well.
Also, what happens after USSD Fallback is not clarified in the TS yet.  It is proposed to follow the principle in Clause 7.6, and this needs to be reflected.

2. Proposal
It is proposed to add sentences for the case of CS Fallback in Mobile-Initiated USSD procedure to Clause 8.4.1, and delete an Editor's Note, as shown below.

Mobile-Initiated USSD procedure

Mobile-Initiated USSD procedure in the CS fallback in EPS is performed as specified in 3GPP TS 23.090 [10].  
When UE is in active mode, UE follows the procedure in clause 6.2 "Mobile Originating Call in Active-Mode".  After UE changes its RAT from E-UTRAN to UTRAN/GERAN, it performs Mobile-Initiated USSD procedure as specified in TS23.090 [10].

When UE is in active mode and there's no need for PS handover, then UE follows the procedure in clause 6.3 "Mobile Originating Call in Active Mode - No PS HO Support in GERAN".  After UE changes its RAT from E-UTRAN to UTRAN/GERAN, it performs Mobile-Initiated USSD procedure as specified in TS23.090 [10].

When UE is in idle mode, UE follows the procedure in clause "Mobile Originating Call in Idle Mode".  After UE changes its RAT from E-UTRAN to UTRAN/GERAN, it performs Mobile-Initiated USSD procedure as specified in TS23.090 [10].
